Spelling, Punctuation, Grammar & Handwriting
All children will benefit from having daily handwriting and spelling practise and regular grammar and
punctuation sessions focused on individual needs. We will also focus on children’s individual writing fargets.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v' supporting them to learn their weekly spellings
v looking at synonyms and antonymes.

v’ talking about their targets for writing

Reciprocal reading
All children will have daily access to reading resources and twice each week will be completing reciprocal
reading which will help to improve their confidence, enjoyment and develop comprehension skills.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:

v' reading their own books with them for a few minutes every day

v' choosing another book by the same author, to read with your child

v' encouraging your child fo read a wider range of more challenging books, to widen their experience
v’ discussing their personal targets for reading (as shared on their record sheet)

MATHEMATICS

The children will be focusing on:
e understanding the properties of shape and investigating angles in triangle and quadrilaterals

e understanding, creating and interpreting graphs and charts
e investigations — theme park project (fractals)
e reasoning problems — transitional work
