DearParents and Carers,

This is our second curriculum overview of the year and its purpose is share what the childrenwill be learning in
the busy weeks leading up to the Christmas holiday. As usualwe will also share the key words your children will
be learning along with suggestions for the different ways you can support theirlearning at home.

Our approachis always to be encouraging and reassuring. We want to affirm our children and enable each
of them to feel as confident as possible. We do this because confidence builds resilience, andresilienceis a
trait of happy and successful learners. We aim to help the children to see learning as fun, even when it is
sometimes challenging. The children will be encouraged to be fearless learners; reassured that making
mistakes as they develop knowledge and skills is a perfectly normal part of the learning process. We remind
them, constantly, that we are all here to support them, so they can be open about their struggles and worries.
With this in mind, if children do struggle with any homework tasks, simply offer them reassurance and
encouragement, and when they have done all they can manage on theirown, tell them that itis ok to stop.

We never want to cause our children unnecessary stress nor do we want anyone else to do their homew ork
for them, because thisis pointless and may mask anissue — and delay children getting the help they need. If
your child does struggle with a task, for whateverreason, justlet us know (via a note/email). It would help to
know what they could and could not manage so that we can follow it up. Colleagues will always be
understanding and supportive. They will also work hard to ensure that your children feel reassured and happy.

We know that ways of teaching and learning change over time, so we are always happy to explainthem to
anyone who would like more information. We can do this on a one-to-one basis orin workshops. We just want
to help parents/carers feel confident to help their children at home.

All children will have daily access to reading resources and will benefit from reciprocal reading each day
which aims toimprove their confidence, enjoyment and develop key comprehension skills.

v' sharing questions about the different texts you enjoy together - thinking about what happened and why
v' having a go at predicting what willhappen next, when reading a story together

v trying to summarise what has just been read, remembering that a summary covers just the main points
