Y4 HOMEWORK

• ‘Bug Club’ for reading homework 

• spellings for a weekly spelling quiz each week (please work hard on these to meet new standards) 
• cross-curricular theme-related homework at various other times 
• multiplication (times) tables 

 

ENGLISH  
Spelling, Punctuation, Grammar & Handwriting  
All children will benefit from having daily handwriting and spelling practise, and regular grammar and 
punctuation sessions focused on meeting their individual needs. Children all have individual targets for writing, 

such as including specific punctuation or using descriptive language and these will be focussed on throughout 
all their writing. 
 

You can support your child’s learning at home by: 
✓ supporting them to learn their weekly spellings 

✓ looking at synonyms and antonyms. 
✓ talking about their targets for writing 
 

Reciprocal reading 
All children will have daily access to reading resources and twice each week will be completing reciprocal 

reading which will help to improve their confidence, enjoyment and develop comprehension skills.  
 

You can support your child’s learning at home by: 

✓ reading their own books with them for a few minutes every day 
✓ choosing another book by the same author, to read with your child 

✓ encouraging your child to read a wider range of more challenging books, to widen their experience 
✓ discussing their personal targets for reading (as shared on their record sheet) 
 

MATHEMATICS 
This term we will be focusing on the new Y4 mathematics: 

• area and perimeter - using/applying different metric units of measure to perimeter and area, such as 
centimetres, millimetres and metres

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• measuring and money problems - applying knowledge and understanding of fractions and decimals to 
solve a variety of problems involving measure and money 

• shapes and symmetry - looking at angles and classifying them as ‘acute’, ‘obtuse’ or ‘right angles’

✓ continuing to learn times tables and related division facts 
 

HUMANITIES  
Our focus will be on the Ancient Greeks- who they were and when they lived. We will look at everyday life in 

Ancient Greece and compare the cities of Athens and Sparta. We will also look at Gods and Goddesses and 
the legacy of the Ancient Greece in the modern world. The children will be learning about the Greek Myths.  
 

Key words we will be using are: 
✓ gods  
✓ goddesses 

✓ Athens 
✓ Sparta 

✓ Mount Olympus 
✓ Alexander the Great 

✓ marathon 
✓ Olympics 

✓ Persian wars 
✓ democracy 

 

You can support your child’s learning at home by:

✓ investigating how shadow puppets work 
✓ exploring Greek theatre and thinking carefully about why it was so popular in ancient Greece  
 

PE 
The children will benefit from a programme called Real PE. This term the children will focus on orienteering. 
 

Key words we will be using are: 

✓ map ✓ climb ✓ clue ✓ dog leg ✓ contour 
 

You can support your child’s learning at home by: 

✓ encouraging your child to demonstrate what they have done in their REAL PE lesson 
✓ playing games in your garden or in the park, particularly running, chasing and practising ball skills 
 

SCIENCE  
We will be learning about the variety of living things and how they can be grouped according to shared 

characteristics. They use and construct keys to identify unfamiliar animals and plants . 
 

Key words we will be using are: 

✓ classification ✓ kingdom ✓ voyage ✓ botanist ✓ university ✓ study ✓ biography 
  

You can support your child’s learning at home by: 
✓ investigating and discussing how different plants grow, using the key vocabulary  
✓ talking about (and describing) the plants that you can see when out and about 

 

MUSIC 
This term the children will learn about writing music looking at different 
stimuluses. The children will focus on specific moods compose to short 
animated clips. The children will be taught to create keys for their music.

systems. Children will look at a variety of alarm systems and consider their uses. They will design an alarm 
system to a set of agreed criteria and evaluate them.

FRENCH 
We will revisit and use the vocabulary for face and body parts; for describing when something hurts; and for 

when we feel ill. We will walk in the jungle as we enjoy performing and storytelling about unicorns and dragons.
