The idea for a memorial shield was conceived by Mr McGurrin and his parents as a way of honouring his
memory, and so it is a very special award given to a child who has followed his wonderful example.

SJF School Council 2022-24
Elections for the new SJF School Council for children in Years 1-5 have already
taken place.

In Y6 all the children are again eligible to stand for election for any one of
the four senior posts on the SJF School Council that are reserved for ﬁ pupils.
They can stand regardless of how many times they have been elected as a
class councillor, previously.

There will be hustings at the very beginning of the new academic year, at which the | candidates will be
invited to talk to the rest of school about their motivation for wanting to be a Senior Councillor. They will be
able share what sort of Councillor they would be. Once the candidates have spoken, the children can ask
qguestions which the candidates will be given equal opportunities to answer.

The hustings will be followed by a whole-school ‘general’ election with all children in Years 1 to 6 visiting polling
boothsin order to cast votes privately. We try to recreate the democratic process and encourage the children
throughout to think for themselves and vote for the person they believe will do the best job. They are also
reminded that their votes are private so they do not have to talk to anyone about who they voted for.

The I candidate receiving the most votes will then choose the role they would like to do most, from the four
available. Though most candidates in this position choose the Chair’s role, it does not have to be the case.
The candidate who receives the second highest number of votes will then choose from the three remaining
roles, and so on until all the posts are taken. In the event of a tie the candidates can choose different roles or
they can do one jointly — it will be left fo them to choose.

If your child will be in in September, and is interested in being a Senior Councillor, they might like to think
about it so that they are prepared, because the election will be in the first days.
