Dear Parents and Carers,

This is our second curriculum overview of the year and its purpose is to let you know what the children will be
learning in the weeks leading up to Christmas. We also offer suggestions on different ways you can support
your children at home.

Homework is important and should always be attempted by children on their own. You should not worry if your
children do not understand a concept or how to complete a task set for homework - as a key purpose of
homework is to see what children know/don’t know and what they can and cannot do on their own. We
encourage our children to be resilient and remind them constantly that learning is fun but can be challenging
- so making mistakes and sometimes struggling are both normal parts of learning and we are all there to help.

If children struggle with a homework task, please offerreassurance and encouragement, and when they have
done all they can please tell them that it is ok to stop. We do not want to cause them unnecessary stress nor
do we want anyone else to do their homework for them. Please follow let us know with a note; an email; by
speaking to us directly; or leaving a message with a colleague in the School Office. We will be understanding
and follow-up issues quickly in a calm and positive way, so that children feel reassured rather than anxious.

Ways of teaching and learning change constantly which is why we are always happy to explain them either
on a one-to-one basis or in workshops so that parent/carer feel more confident helping their children at home.
We have workshops to help and our next one is a FS2 Phonics & Reading Workshop on Thursday 29th November
2018 in the FS2 classroom at 3.30pm. If you would like help and advice on a one-to-one basis please speak to
one of us in confidence.

As always, if you can support us because you can demonstrate or share a particular skill, specialist knowledge;
a real-life experience, artefacts, or useful contacts — or if you can support us by volunteering to help on an
educational visit or with activities in class, then please let us know. All offers are welcomed and appreciated
greatly!

Read Write Inc. Sessions

Children on the Read Write Inc. programme will continue to have daily sessions with their group cimed at
developing confidence with phonics, reading and writing. Children are assessed regularly to ensure that they
are in the right group. If you would like more information about the programme please let us know.

Grammar, Punctuation, Spelling & Handwriting
All children will benefit from having regular handwriting and spelling practise and regular grammar and
punctuation sessions focused on meeting their individual needs.

Book Study & Guided Reading
All children no longer involved in the Read Write Inc programme will have daily reading activities fo boost their
levels of confidence and enjoyment as well as their comprehension skills.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v reading your child’s reading books with them for a few minutes every day as well as enjoying all sorts of
other books and reading materials together
v encouraging your child to read more challenging texts/different genres to what they are used to in order
fo widen their reading experience
v looking at environmental print

We will focus on stories, poetry and events beyond living memory. We will be reading information booklets,
non-chronological reports and creating imagery poems.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v describing dragons, using adventurous words from a thesaurus
v looking at how stories are created and presented
v reading poems and creating imagery poefry

Mathematics

We will focus on:
e solving word problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication or division in contexts of numbers,
measures or pounds and pence
¢ deriving and recalling all addition and subtraction facts for each number to at least 10, all pairs with
totals to 20 and all pairs of multiples of 10 with totals up to 100
e deriving and recall multiplication facts for the 2,3,4,5 and 10 fimes tables and the related division facts;
recognise multiples of 2,3,4,5, and 10.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v encouraging children to answer questions about number bonds to 20 and further
v challenging children to mulfiply numbers by 2,3,4,5 and 10 in their heads and using skip counting
v looking at word problems and identifying what the vocabulary means, e.qg. increase, sum and total all
mean additfion

Whenever possible, links will be made between mathematics and other subjects so that your child is given
plenty of opportunities to apply their mathematical skills to real situations. For instance, within this theme there
will be a chance to investigate how many feet fit into a dragon footprint.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v investigating 2d and 3d shapes and learning their names
v looking for (and naming) different 2d and 3d shapes found around your home and outside
v measuring the distance of an object to a given point using a variety of equipment e.g. a tape measure
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Science

By the end of this term’s Science topic we will be able to:
e say what is different about things that are living, dead or have never been alive
¢ identify some of the plants and animals in a familiar habitat
e sort objects intfo categories
find microhabitats
describe the conditions in a habitat and ask questions about different habitats
describe the characteristics of some plants and animals
name some sources of food

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v talking about what makes something living
v talking about what makes a habitat
v if you have any pets, talking about what makes their habitat and helps them to live

By the end of this term’s History topic we will be able to:
o know who Guy Fawkes, Rosa Parkes and Emmeline Pankhurst are
look at the history of key individuals
e give reasons for some of the actions of a famous person
e use time lines to order things
e seguence the main episodes from a famous event

Art or Design Technolog
We will be able to:
e investigate the work of a range of artfists (Roy Lichtenstein)
e understand what craft makers and designers do and describe the differences and similarities between
the practices and disciplines (making links to their own work)
e use drawing, painting and sculpture to develop and share their ideas, experiences and imagination

You can support your child’s learning with science this term at home by:
v looking online at sculptures of famous artists and discuss the colours used
v creating junk models

Music
This term we are rehearsing for our Christmas Nativity so the lessons will be based around learning the songs
for the production.

Computing
In this unit we are looking to enable the children to:
v describe carefully what happens in computer games
v use logical reasoning to make predictions of what a program will do
v test these predictions
v think critically about computer games and their use
v be aware of how fo use games safely and in balance with other activities

This term the children will focus on developing the important core multi-skills that underpin all sporting activity,
as well as our ‘REAL PE' challenges.

You can support your child’s learning at home by:
v asking them about their lessons and what they have learned and practising the skills learned in school
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This term we are looking at anti-bullying and relationships:

to recognise what they like and dislike, what is fair and unfair, and what is right and wrong

fo share their opinions on things that matter fo them and explain their views

to recognise, name and deal with feelings in a positive way

to think about themselves, learn from their experiences and recognise what they are good at

to identify and respect the differences and similarities between people that family and friends should
care for each other

that their actions affect themselves and others, to care about others and to try to see things from their
points of view

to realise the nature and consequences of racism, tfeasing, bullying and aggressive behaviours, and
how to respond to them and ask for help

that differences and similarities between people arise from a number of factors, including cultural,
ethnic, racial and religious diversity, gender and disability;

where individuals, families and groups can get help and support
